During this week-long cruise,
Balmoral visits ports that are
synonymous with the Fred.
Olsen heritage of showcasing
the very best of Norway.
Bergen - the‘Rhododendron City’
-is centred around a bustling

harbour and surrounded by
forested peaks. One of the most
popular attractions is the
UNESCO Heritage Site of
Bryggen, a collection of timbered
Hanseatic houses from the 14th
to 16th centuries. Also worth

seeing is the Hanseatisk Museum
which recreates the living
quarters of a local merchant; 13th
century King Haakon's Hall;
Rosenkranz Tower; and the 12th
century Mariakirken.

The peaceful village of Olden
nestles at the entrance to the
gorgeous Oldedalen Valley where
a lake has been turned deep
green by the river pouring down
from the million-years-old
Briksdal Glacier. Giant waterfalls
also attract the eye as you travel
through the valley to the base of
the glacier. Tours head to the
inner Nordfjord area with its
wind-blown rocks, towering
mountains, and verdant valleys;
as well as to northern Europe’s
deepest lake - Hornindalsvatnet.

Overlooked by snow-capped
peaks and surrounded by
cascading waterfalls, the tiny
village of Flam is secreted in the
innermost part of Sognefjord. The
Flamsdalen mountain railway —a
masterpiece of engineering -
ascends more than 2,845ft from
sea level to the station at Myrdal
Station on the Oslo — Bergen
main line in just 12 miles. En route
there’s a stop to allow passengers
to photograph the spectacular
Kjosfossen Waterfall.

Gudvangen is tucked away in a
silent recess of the 120 mile-long
Sognefjord. There are tours to the
Stalheim Hotel which follow the
River Neergy to the Stalheim
Gorge with its impressive
Stalheimfossen waterfall. The
majestic Eidfjord cuts far into the
landscape of this dramatic land’s
western coastline; close by is the
impressive Skykkjedalsfossen
waterfall. A tour to the
Hardangervidda Nature Centre,
near the largest mountain plateau
in Europe, is combined with a visit
to the impressive Sysen Dam and
the even-mightier Hardanger
Glacier.
