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to Blarney Castle and the 

legendary stone; Kinsale; 

Killarney; and Muckross House. 

In the old part of Dublin see the 

16th century Castle; Gothic St 

Patrick’s Cathedral; Trinity College; 

Bank of Ireland building (the old 

seat of the Irish Parliament); the 

18th century Customs House; and 

Leinster House, the present seat 

of the national parliament. 

Phoenix Park is one of the world’s 

great city parks and contains 

Dublin Zoo; close by you can 

sample a Guinness at the Hole-In-

The-Wall, whose 100 yard-long 

bar is reputedly the longest in 

Europe. Afterwards see the 

National Museum of Ireland; the 

Dublin Civic Museum; the Natural 

History Museum; Kilmainham 

Gaol; and the Dublin Writers’ 

Museum. Portree is the main port 

and capital of the spectacular Isle 

of Skye in the Inner Hebrides. In 

this quaint, colourful town you 

can visit the Aros Centre to get an 

insight into island life and the ill-

fated Jacobite rebellion. 

Alternatively, enjoy an excursion 

to Dunvegan Castle; Loch Scavaig; 

the Trotternish Peninsula; Quiraing 

Gorge; and the Old Man of Storr. 

Dominated by its Norman-style St 

Magnus Cathedral, Kirkwall’s 

attractions include 16th century 

Tankerness House; the Italian 

Chapel; and Churchill Barriers. 

There’s also the chance to explore 

the 5,000-year old enigma of 

Skara Brae’s Neolithic settlement.  

Invergordon is the gateway to 

Loch Ness and the ruined 

Urquhart Castle. You can explore 

Scottish history amid the 

brooding splendour of 15th 

century Cawdor Castle; or at 

imposing Dunrobin Castle, with 

its fine collection of paintings, 

objets d’art, and family 

memorabilia of the Earls of 

Sutherland.

Pre- and Post-cruise transfers from 

Leith to Southampton are available, 

with various stops en route. Please 

call for details.

From Cherbourg there’s the 

opportunity to visit historic 

Arromanches; the poignant 

Normandy Beaches; and 

evocative Mont St Michel.
