Dublin’s library at Trinity College is 

home to the 8th century Book of 

Kells, with the National Museum 

housing exhibits from the Irish 

Bronze and Iron ages. The city’s 

literary heritage is celebrated at 

the adjoining National Library 

displaying works of famous Irish 

writers such as Beckett, Joyce, 

Swift and Yeats. Grafton Street is a 

shopper’s paradise, while a stop 

at Bewley’s historic coffee house a 

must for people-watching. 

Falmouth has protected the deep 

water anchorage of the Carrick 

Roads since Tudor times. The 

much-acclaimed Eden Project; St. 

Michael’s Mount; and Land’s End 

make for perfect excursions. 

Guernsey’s capital has been a 

busy entrepôt since Roman times. 

Today St. Peter Port is a 

captivating blend of styles, 

framed by a tumble of terraces 

and tiered gardens criss-crossed 

by worn steps and hidden 

alleyways.

This late summer cruise 

around the British Isles offers a 

rare opportunity to discover 

delights close to home. 

Kirkwall is graced with many 17th 

and 18th century houses that 

cluster around the Norman-style, 

red-sandstone St Magnus 

Cathedral.
