Malo - the ‘Bastille of the West'
There are tours to the Benedictine
Abbey perched atop Mont St.
Michel: and the medieval walled
city of Dinan.

The Channel Islands’oldest
settlement, St. Peter Port boasts
neat lines of Regency and
Victorian buildings. Narrow
cobbled streets, steep stairways
and alleyways, all weave their way
down to the picture-perfect
harbour. This ‘capital’has a special
charm thanks to its uniqgue Anglo-
French pedigree.

Points of interest include the
medieval Castle Cornet (built by
King John); Hauteville House
(Victor Hugo's home during exile,
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where 'Les Miserables'was
penned); and the delightful
Candie Gardens.

Known as Queenstown until 1922
when it reverted to its Gaelic
name, the charming little port of
Cobh, at the mouth of the River
Lee, is the gateway to Cork,
Ireland’s second city. Cobh has a
colourful maritime history as the
departure port for thousands of
Irish emigrants to America and
was the last port of call for Titanic.
From here you can also visit
Blarney Castle, Kinsale, Killarney,
and Muckross House.

In the Isle of Man see the Tynwald
and House of Keys (the oldest
parliament in the world); as well
as Castletown, the former capital,
dominated by the well-preserved,
medieval Castle Rushen. Take a
ride on the Manx Electric Railway
from Douglas to Laxey where you
change to the Snaefell Mountain
Railway for the four mile climb to
the summit at 2,036ft. The best
way to appreciate the charms of
the capital, Douglas, is a horse-
drawn tram ride along the
Victorian seafront.
