The entrance to La Rochelle is 

defended by two massive 

towers - the Saint Nicolas Tower 

and the Tower de la Chaine. 

This fashionable resort was 

founded in the 10th century by 

Guillaume X, father of Eleanor of 

Aquitaine and was the site of a 

Franco-Spanish victory over an 

English fleet in the Hundred 

Years War. From La Rochelle there 

are tours to Saintes and St. Martin 

de Re.

 Bilbao is Spain’s biggest port and 

sixth largest city. For many the 

city is now synonymous with its 

futuristic Guggenheim Museum, 

with works by Picasso, Miro, 

Matisse and Chagall. Bold city 

planners and leading architects 

have brought about a cultural 

and economic rebirth where 

ancient and modern architectural 

styles make strange, but never 

dull neighbours. Renaissance and 

Baroque buildings nestle in the 

winding alleys of the Casco Viejo 

of Bilbao, bordered by the San 

Anton Bridge; St. Nicolas Church; 

Ribera and Ronda.

Possibly of Celtic origin, La 

Coruna began its importance in 

Roman times when it was a key 

point on the sailing routes - as 

witnessed by the Tower of 

Hercules, the only example 

anywhere of a still working 

Roman lighthouse and a symbol 

of the city. Now declared a 

national monument, the 

lighthouse was built at the 

beginning of the second century 

AD by order of the Emperor 

Trajan.

 

The early medieval town is 

bounded by the Coruna 

peninsular and its lively streets 

contain many examples of 

preserved Romanesque 

architecture. One of the most 

beautiful is the 12th century 

Church of Santiago, the oldest 

such building in the city. Take a 

tour to Santiago de Compostela 

where the revered 11th century 

Romanesque cathedral, with its 

grandiose Baroque facade, is the 

epicentre of one of Europe’s most 

pious pilgrimages. The city 

according to legend is where the 

bones of Saint James were found 

and is the second most visited 

place of Catholic pilgrimage after 

Rome. 

 

In Cherbourg, visit the impressive 

Basilica; captivating La Cite de la 

Mer; evocative Mont St. Michel; 

historic Arromaches and the 

poignant Normandy Beaches.
