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atmosphere. Acapulco is Mexico•s 
most glamorous resort. See the 
divers at La Quebrada; raft on the 
Papagayo River; or relax on the 
incomparable beaches. From 
Puerto Quetzal you can visit the 
enchanting town of Antigua with 
its sugar-pink houses; or the 
ancient Mayan ruins at Tikal - a 
secretive jungle plaza flanked by 
seven great stone temples. 

The Wonder of the Modern World 
that is the multi-lock waterway of 
the Panama Canal runs for 50.7 
miles, north-west to south-east 
across the mountainous terrain of 
the Isthmus of Panama. Reflecting a 
lifestyle that•s remained unchanged 
for thousands of years, the San 
Blas Islands are the last preserve 
of the colourful Kuna Indians.

Willemstad exudes Holland, with 
tall, narrow-gabled, 18th century 
houses in cool pastel shades. The 
capital of the former bastion on 
Antigua, St. John•s is easy to 
explore on foot; see the 
Cathedral, Fort James and Court 
House. St. Barthélemy•s tiny 
capital, Gustavia is chic Caribbean 
with its rectangular yacht-filled 
harbour and red-roofed 
cantaloupe-coloured cottages. 

After six languid days crossing the 
Atlantic Ocean, Ponta Delgada, 
the largest town in the Azores, is 
filled with quaint whitewashed 
houses dating from the 17th and 
18th centuries. Here you can visit 
the twin crater lakes of Sete 
Citades - one emerald, the other 
azure.

Situated on Puget Sound, 
impressive Seattle is best 
observed from the iconic 
Space Needle. San Francisco•s 
attractions include touring the 
Napa Valley wine country; 
ambling along Pier 39; taking 
cable car and trolley rides; or 
head to Alcatraz. Los Angeles, the 

•City of Angels• offers the great 
American Dream … well at least 
the chance to see Hollywood 
and Beverly Hills, or the historic 
Queen Mary at Long Beach. From 
the quintessential California 
beach town of San Diego visit 
the world famous zoo, or head to
