Sunbury Plantation House; head
underground at Harrison's Cave;
or join the jet-set relaxing on a
pristine beach. St Lucia is possibly
the most scenic of all Caribbean

islands with the twin peaks of the
Pitons rising sheer from the sea.
From Castries it is possible to visit
the steaming sulphur springs of
La Soufriére Volcano; Diamond
Falls; and Marigot Bay, featured in
Dr Doolittle.

Shirley Heights in Antigua offers a
bird’s-eye view over Nelson's
Dockyard, Galleon Beach, and
Falmouth. In the historic Dockyard
explore the Admiral’s Inn; Museum;
mystery pillars; art gallery; and
excellent gift shop. Philipsburg,
capital of the half-Dutch, half-
French, Lesser Antilles island of St
Maarten; offers excellent tax-free
shopping. Most popular attrac-
tions include the 17th century
Fort Saint Louis; the Courthouse;
and the village of Grand-Cas.

After six leisurely days crossing
the Atlantic Boudicca makes
landfall at Tenerife. With a two day
call, there's the chance to explore
the island’s capital Santa Cruz,
brim-full of historic and modern
attractions. First time visitors
should not miss taking a tour to
the Pyramids of Guimar, en route
to Pico del Teide — Spain’s highest
mountain — with its lunar
landscape around Las Canadas
National Park. Lotus-eaters can
simply chill-out in the lush
Orotava Valley.

After two days at sea the strategic
Galician city of La Corufia,
guarded by a Roman lighthouse,
appears on the horizon. Many of
the buildings in the old quarter
feature characteristic glazed
facades that have earned La
Corufia the name ‘City of Crystals.
Alternatively take an excursion to
Santiago de Compostela and
revel in the majesty of the
venerable 11th century Baroque
Cathedral; as well as Plaza de las
Platerias; San Martin Pinario; and
Plaza de los Literarios.
