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Voyage Through Antiquity

First port of call on this
springtime voyage through
antiquity is strategic
Cartagena which dominates
the coast of Murcia.

See the magnificent 14th century
Concepci n Castle, perched

Paraportiani Church in the Alefkandra district of the old town, Mykonos

above the city in Torres Park; 13th
century Cathedral of Santa Maria,
built over the stalls of the first
century BC Roman Theatre; and
the city s bullring, atop a Roman
amphitheatre. From Catania you
can get close to the crater of

Mount Etna by funicular and jeep;
or head to the delightful hilltop
village of Taormina to see the
stunning Greek theatre.

A late-night sailing from Piraeus
allows you venture to Mycen for
the Treasury of Agamemnon, and
Cape Sounion to see the Temple
of Poseidon; as well as visiting the
Acropolis and Parthenon. A
timeless Grecian image is created
at the picture-perfect island of
Mykonos where windmills seem
to revolve as slowly as life itself.
Legend has it that the caldera of
Santorini is the site of the Lost
City of Atlantis; take time to
explore the archaeological
excavations at Akrotiri, and the
white-washed capital of Thira.

capital of Crete, but history isin
abundance at the nearby
renovated ruins of Knossos - the
Palace of King Minos - where
legend has it the evil Minotaur
lived in the Labyrinth. The only
island to have won the George
Cross for bravery is strategic
Malta. Appearing to be carved
out of sandstone, its capital
Valletta has a familiar, yet Arabic
flavour - as does the ancient,
walled city of Mdina.

The strategically important British
enclave of Gibraltar is a latter-day
Aladdins cave of duty-free
shopping. Military history comes
to life in the Great Siege Tunnels
and Second World War tunnels. In
Lisbons Chiado district the
Elevador do Carmo links the
Lower Town to the excellent
shopping area above. A tour
through the Moorish Alfama
District - a labyrinth of narrow
streets takes you to the ten-
towered St. Georges Castle.
