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Dubrovnik is unique for its 
honey-coloured stone double 
walls and fortifications, marble-
paved squares, and cobbled 
streets. Secreted within the 
Baroque façades are the Rector•s 
Palace; Mint; and ancient 
Customs House. 

Venice offers a miasma of a living 
Canaletto; around every corner is 
a vista of sublime beauty. The 
September sunshine intensifies 
the ochre and sienna hues of the 
palazzos that line the Grand Canal.

Kotor in Montenegro was 
originally founded by the ancient 
Romans as Acruvium. Situated 
beneath the high cliffs of Mount 
Lovcen this medieval walled city 
is accessed by an 18th century 

gate from the harbour. Within the 
walls is a labyrinth of streets; 
elegant piazzas; Romanesque 
churches; and 6th century clock 
tower. The most northerly of the 
Ionian Islands, Corfu was the 
setting for Shakespeare•s •The 
Tempest•. Wander around Corfu 
Town, or head to Paleokastritsa, 
site of a 13th century Byzantine 
monastery.

The Malta Experience audio-
visual display illuminates the 
island•s 7,000 years of history and 
drama. Visit the Baroque St. John•s 
Co-Cathedral to marvel at 
Caravaggio•s Beheading of St 
John the Baptist. Gibraltar is the 
northern Pillar of Hercules and 
offers a fascinating blend of 
British heritage, style, culture, and 
shopping. From La Coruña 
excursions take you to Santiago 
de Compostela to see the 
Baroque Cathedral, as well as 
Plaza de las Platerias; San Martin 
Pinario; and Plaza de los Literarios. 

After three days at sea Black 
Prince reaches the Costa del 
Sol and the enchanting port 
of Málaga. 

Until the early 16th century this 
was a Moorish city and in the 

Castillo de Gibralfaro you can see 
the legacies of Arab rule. At Porto 
Empedocle on Sicily; the 16th 
century Quadrangular Tower of 
Carlo V offers a retrospective of 
this fascinating island. Stari Grad, 
the perfectly preserved citadel in
