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Alternatively opt for an excursion 

to Lucca; San Gimignano; or the 

delightful Cinque Terre.

From Villefranche take a tour to 

Monaco - the epicentre of the 

world’s most glamorous coastline. 

Visit the pastel-pink Prince’s 

Palace that crowns the 

picturesque Old Town, and the 

ornate Cathedral - the final 

resting place of the Grimaldis 

whose tombs are arranged in a 

crescent; including that of 

Princess Grace. 

Alternatively head to the 

medieval village of Eze with its 

labyrinth of narrow streets, stairs 

and covered passages, perched 

like an eagle’s nest on a narrow 

rocky peak above the 

Mediterranean. See the Jardin 

Exotique in the ruins of a 12th 

century fortified castle. 

In Barcelona’s Barri Gotic, make 

time for a visit to La Seu. Begun 

by Jaume II in 1298, this excellent 

example of Catalan Gothic 

architecture is built on the site of 

a Roman temple dedicated to 

Hercules. As you view the 

cathedral’s interior, a sense of 

grandeur overtakes you with its 

three aisles, cloister, stained glass 

windows, and beautifully carved 

choir screen. The High Altar holds 

the marble crypt of St. Eulàlia, to 

whom the cathedral is dedicated.

Mahón boasts the best natural 

harbour in the Mediterranean. 

Tours to the Moorish medieval 

city of Ciutadella allow the 

opportunity to see the 14th 

century Gothic Cathedral, and 

local history museum. Cala Santa 

Galdana is the island’s best beach 

resort and contrasts with the 

English-influenced Menorcan 

capital. The Spanish enclave of 

Ceuta on the northern shores of 

Morocco has a European yet 

African feel; shopping is excellent 

fun inside the old walled city.

With memories of the Eternal 

City fresh in your mind, 

Braemar heads to Livorno – 

gateway to Tuscany. 

Tours depart for Pisa where you 

can see the 11th century Duomo 

and world-famous Leaning 

Tower. Others venture to 

Florence - birthplace of the 

Renaissance – where you can see 

the Piazza del Duomo; the Piazza 

della Signoria; Piazza Santa Croce; 

and the Ponte Vecchio.
