Another tour takes in  Garnish 

Island - Ireland’s most 

outstanding garden island 

renowned the world over for its 

prolific Italian Gardens.

From Reykjavik - the world’s most 

northerly capital city – visit the 

lava fields of the Hellisheidi 

Plateau; the geothermal town of 

Hvergerdi, with its exotic plants; 

the extinct volcanic crater that is 

Lake Kerid; the Great Geyser at 

Strokkur; the Golden Waterfall at 

Gullfoss; the Thingvellir National 

Park; the Eyjafjallajokull Glacier; 

and the Blue Lagoon - formed in 

a lava field by the outflow of the 

Svartsengi power plant. 

The Westmann Islands in the 

southwest of Iceland are referred 

to as the ‘Galapagos of the North’. 

Heimaey, where the Eldfell 

volcano erupted in 1973 covering 

one-third of the town in lava, 

boasts a Folk Museum. A boat trip 

to the Klettshellir cave, or the 

puffins at Storhofdi, is to 

experience the best of the island’s 

natural history.

Tobermory, capital of the Isle of 

Mull, is most famous for the 

shipwreck of the Florencia, part of 

the Spanish Armada, which sank 

in the bay in 1588. All around this 

area are many historic castles, 

including the 13th century Duart 

Castle, home of the clan chief of 

the MacLeans; and 15th century 

Moy Castle of the MacLeans of 

Lochbuie. 

In Dublin see the Abbey Theatre; 

James Joyce Museum; and 

Temple Bar district; while the 

revitalised quayside area - the 

city’s trendiest and liveliest 

quarter - is only a stone’s throw 

from Trinity College and 

fashionable Grafton Street.

Falmouth has protected the 

deep water anchorage of the 

Carrick Roads since Tudor 

times; it was to this natural 

harbour that Ellen MacArthur 

returned at the end of her epic 

voyage in February 2005. 

The much-acclaimed Eden 

Project; St Michael’s Mount; and 

Land’s End make for perfect 

excursions. No visit to Glengarriff 

would be complete without 

travelling to the Ring of Kerry 

with its impressive Iron Age Forts;
