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Heading north from Scotland’s 

west coast you get your first 

taste of Norway’s majestic 

scenery as Black Prince cruises 

Hardangerfjord, before sailing 

up the Byfjord for an overnight 

stay in Bergen. 

See Bryggen, a collection of 

timbered Hanseatic houses from 

the 14th to 16th centuries; the 

Hanseatisk Museum; 13th century 

King Haakon’s Hall; Rosenkranz 

Tower; and the Mariakirken, built 

in the 12th century. The 

Floibanen funicular railway offers 

stunning views over the city and 

surrounding area.

A morning call is made at 

Hellesylt to allow those who opt 

for it a full-day tour of the mighty 

Geirangerfjord and the stunning 

surrounding countryside. After 

sailing past the famous Seven 

Sisters and Bridal Veil waterfalls 

you reach the head of the 

Sunnylvsfjord at Geiranger. Take 

an excursion past streams, 

waterfalls, and pretty hill farms up 

to Mount Dalsnibba – the highest 

peak in Sunnmøre – and 

experience a majestic alpine 

world mirrored in the calm water 

nearly a mile below. 

Olden lies at the head of Inner 

Nordfjord; from here you can 

witness a legacy of the Ice Age at 

Fjaerlandsfjord and the two ice-

floes of the mighty Jostedal 

glacier – Supphellebreen and 

Boyabreen. The summer solstice 

is spent at Ålesund, the largest 

town on Norway’s northwest 

coast. Tours include visits to the 

Viking islands of Giske and 

Godøy; alternatively see the 

natural splendours of 

Borgundfjord, and Sykkylvenfjord.

Norway’s monarchs are still 

crowned in Trondheim’s 12th 

century Nidaros Cathedral, 

Scandinavia’s largest medieval 

building. The city retains a wealth 

of historic landmarks and 

numerous wooden buildings, 

mostly on an island between the 

Niderva River and 

Trondheimfjord. Visit the 

Stiftsgarden Palace, or the famous 

museum of musical instruments 

in Ringve. Drawing worshippers 

for 800 years, the red sandstone 

St Magnus Cathedral dominates 

Kirkwall. Head to Skara Brae, a 

Neolithic village at the edge of 

the sea that lay buried and 

preserved by sand until it was 

rediscovered in 1850; the 

Standing Stones of Stenness; and 

Ring of Brodgar.
