Eldfell volcano, now one of the 

largest breeding grounds in the 

world for puffins, gannets, and 

guillemots.

Unusual sights in the world’s 

most northerly capital city, 

Reykjavik, include the Great 

Geyser at Strokkur; the Golden 

Waterfall at Gullfoss; Thingvellir 

National Park; the Eyjafjallajokull 

Glacier; and the Blue Lagoon - 

formed in a lava field by the 

outflow of the Svartsengi 

power plant. 

After a day crossing the North 

Atlantic, Black Prince sails past the 

ominously named Cape Farewell 

on the southern shore of Egger 

Island - the southernmost extent 

of Greenland.

Narsarsuaq enjoys unimpeded 

views over verdant slopes and 

explains why Erik the Red chose 

the name Greenland when he 

settled here in 985. See the 

reconstructions of Erik’s 

farmstead and Thjodhildur’s 

Church. Formerly Julianehaab, 

Qaqortoq is the biggest town in 

South Greenland. The local 

Innuits craft whalebone artefacts 

and local artist Aka Høegh has a 

culture project called ‘Stone and 

Man’. Legends abound of 

Norsemen and the myths 

surrounding Hvalsø – the ruined 

church - in this remote corner of 

the world’s largest island.

Place of bears - Nanortalik - is 

Greenland’s southernmost town. 

The most renowned feature is the 

Nanortalik skyscrapers - steep 

peaks and sheer mountain walls 

lining the Tasermiut Fjord; 

Pamiagdluk; Prins Christianssund; 

and Lindenow Fjord. In summer 

months minke whales are 

frequent visitors. 

This is a rare opportunity to 

discover Arctic wonderlands. 

At Stornoway head to the 

Standing Stones at Callinish, 

thought to date from 1975 BC; 

the Black House Museum; and 

2,000 year old Carloway Broch. 

One of the sixteen Vestmannaeyjar 

islands off Iceland’s south coast, 

Heimaey is notable for its highly-

coloured roofs and spectacular 

natural setting. See the lavaflow 

that creates a natural seawall 

beneath the still smouldering
