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Nordic Adventure

170,000 inhabitants is a tract of 

vast, snow capped mountains, 

pockmarked by a series of craters 

that resemble those on the 

moon. There is also the gleaming 

mass of Snaefellsjokell Glacier, a 

vast, shimmering, electric blue 

expanse of ice that shines as if 

hewn from crystal. To the north, 

the benign bulk of Mount Esja 

looms above the city.

Inland, the famous Blue Lagoon is 

like a vast, open air amphitheatre 

of hot, bubbling thermal springs, 

framed by colossal, soaring 

mountain ranges with cloud 

kissed summits.

Kirkwall is the capital of the 

Orkney Islands, and has a long 

historical association with the 

Royal Navy. Narrow, flagstone 

streets unwind to reveal Saint 

Magnus cathedral, a twelfth 

century monolith built from 

Durham stone. The sixteenth 

century Tankerness House 

museum contains pieces of local 

historical interest.

Further inland, the brooding, five 

thousand year old Celtic standing 

stones at Skara Brae pre date 

even the great pyramids of Egypt.

Not far from town is desolate, 

windswept Scapa Flow, main port 

for the Royal Navy in two world 

wars, and scene of the 

spectacular self destruction of the 

German High Seas Fleet in 1919. 

The area today is a magnet for 

divers and treasure hunters.

An adventure that combines 

the spectacular fjord country 

of Norway with the largely 

unexplored shores of Iceland 

makes this cruise a compelling, 

off the beaten track option. 

Throw in a fascinating Celtic 

twist, and it becomes the stuff of 

legends.

Reykjavik is the world’s 

northernmost capital city, and 

enjoys a fairytale setting. To the
