Around Iceland

This two-week adventure to
the waters of the fascinating
far north combines lazy days
at sea under light filled skies
with a raft of diverse,
fascinating ports of call,
including a rare chance to stay
overnight in the world’s
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northernmost capital.

Reykjavik — the name means
‘smoky bay — was first inhabited
around AD870. That title comes
from the hot springs and sixteen
thermal pools that ring the city,
and provide it with much of its

energy sources. Even the
pavements are heated from the
underground springs.

The main industry remains
fishing, but tourism is thriving,
and an overnight call allows you
to sample the excellent local beer
at a time when darkness never
really comes. To the north, stately
Mount Esja is a surreal presence
at the height of the midnight sun,
standing stark, black and snow
capped against the silver grey sky.

Dublin has long been known as a
gregarious, cosmopolitan city,
spanned by elegant bridges that
cross the River Liffey. Georgian
architecture and fine regency
buildings combine with wide
boulevards to give the city a
pleasant, open feel, with parks

such as St. Stephens Green and
irreverent statues that dot the city
everywhere. While Temple Bar has
bar hopping, a true temple of
learning is nearby Trinity College.
Here, the ancient, revered Book of
Kells dates back as far as the
eighth century. Just outside the
city, the famous estate at
Powerscourt has ornate Italian
gardens.
