fortress that now has World 

Heritage status.

In summertime, the bustling, 

cobbled expanse of Market 

Square is awash with fish, fruit 

and vegetable sellers displaying 

their wares along the sun 

splashed quayside. On Senate 

Square is the simple cool, ordered 

beauty of the Cathedral, achieved 

by an impressive flight of steps 

that often plays home to mime 

artists.

Tallinn is a remarkable contrast, a 

town of two halves showing its 

medieval architecture to stunning 

effect in such buildings as 

Toompea Castle, a sprawling 

piece of hanseatic construction 

enclosing acres of parks and 

woodlands behind its serried 

battlements. Fairy tale turrets and 

towers flank winding, cobbled 

streets alive with bars, shops and 

people eating in the sunshine.

 The Orthodox cathedral, with its 

golden onion domes, could have 

been lifted intact from Saint 

Petersburg. Modern Tallinn 

comprises smart boulevards and 

lanes of traffic on a par with any 

of its contemporaries.

Long, light nights and the 

proximity of Leith to the North 

Sea make a high summer Baltic 

cruise an easy, hassle free choice.

Gracious, compact Helsinki is 

often called the ‘white daughter 

of the Baltic’, and is famed as the 

home of the composer, Sibelius.
