Volcanoes & Gardens

landscapes studded by vast, lunar 

style craters. At a full seven miles 

long, Atlantida is the largest 

volcanic tunnel anywhere in the 

world.

By way of a contrast, the capital of 

Arrecife is a maze of blinding, 

whitewashed buildings framed 

by colourful shutters that look out 

towards a yacht studded 

waterfront, with soaring, elegant 

fountains and cobbled streets 

and squares that serve as a 

magnet for shoppers and people 

watchers alike.

Madeira is very different again. 

Vast, lush green and dominated 

by jagged mountain ranges, it is 

home to eighteen hundred foot 

high Cabao Girao, the second 

highest sea cliff in the world, and 

the postcard fishing village of 

Camara de Lobos, often painted 

by Churchill. 

Take afternoon tea in the lofty, 

civilised idyll of Reid’s Hotel, or 

admire the riot of blooms on 

display at the new botanical 

gardens in the picture perfect 

capital of Funchal. The local 

Malmsey wine can be sampled at 

many locations, and the local 

Madeira wicker is justly world 

famous for its quality.

Almost two full weeks of 

blissful relaxation and 

bountiful sunshine are the 

tantalising prospect on offer 

for this springtime cruise to 

the compelling Canaries. With 

the White Cliffs receding 

astern, anticipation turns to 

the adventures ahead.

Lanzarote is a beguiling mix of 

the surreal and sublime. Located 

only seventy miles off the coast 

of Africa, it plays home to 

Timanfaya national park, a full 

fifty kilometre spread of volcanic
