Dublin’s history owes more to 

literature, but the city of Keats 

and Joyce has a lively, 

contemporary bustle to 

complement such gems as Trinity 

College, with its eighth century 

Book of Kells. Set along the banks 

of the meandering River Liffey, 

Dublin is currently enjoying a 

great renaissance, confident of its 

future and proud of its past.

Falmouth claims to be the third 

deepest natural harbour in the 

world, and is convenient for the 

fascinating Eden project. The 

town itself is widely regarded for 

its Georgian buildings, many of 

which now serve as guest houses. 

Nearby, Pendennis Castle was 

built by Henry VIII to ward off 

potential foreign invaders.

This nine-night voyage has 

much to recommend it to 

lovers of both nature and 

natural beauty. Balmoral eases 

away from Dover and sets 

course for the waters of 

Scotland and Ireland.

Tobermory, on the Isle of Mull, is 

a pretty, late eighteenth century 

fishing port of bright pastel 

buildings ringing a waterfront 

surrounded by hills. Some four 

miles away, Glengorm Castle juts 

out on a rugged peninsula, 

allowing views across a full sixty
