made miracle of Suez for landfall 
in modern Mumbai, now a 
sprawling city of fifteen million 
inhabitants, and the centre of the 
remarkable Bollywood film 
industry. It was formerly much 
better known as Bombay. That 
original name came from the 
Portuguese �bom baia�, which 
means �good bay�.

For many years, the city was the 
famous �jewel in the crown� of the 
empire, and the relics of that age 
still line its streets. Most obvious is 
the magnificent Gateway to India, 
a monolithic triumphal archway 
built to commemorate the visit of 
King George V and Queen Mary in 
1911.

Built of yellow basalt rock, the 
Gateway is a series of intricately 

carved triumphal arches, topped 
by four turrets, that dominates 
the cityscape from most angles. 
Other evocative buildings of the 
age include the Victoria Terminal 
and the Prince of Wales Museum.

Singapore was the original �Lion 
City� inaugurated by Sir Stamford 
Raffles in the 1830s. Today�s 
almost relentlessly clean façade 
of concrete, steel and glass is 
complemented by earlier echoes 
such as Raffles Hotel, the Ritz of 
the Far East. The imperious 
Merlion fountain still attracts the 
crowds, while contemporary 
diners and shoppers throng the 
designer stores leading to Clark 
and Boat Quays. 

This matchless odyssey begins 

with a subtle flourish as 

Balmoral awaits you in Dover 

on a chilly February night.
