An adventure that combines
magnificent, world famous
resorts, mystical jungle cities
and remote, barely accessible
islands is garnished with
sedate days at sea to create
this beguiling cocktail of an
itinerary.

Garlanded with light from stem
to stern, Black Watch slips free
from Southampton on a bitter
January night to begin a seventy-
three night circuit of the entire
magical samba fuelled continent
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of South America. Brazil's
Portuguese heritage finds its first
expression in Lisbon. The Statue
of Christ the Redeemer bids us
goodbye as we surge south
towards the sun. This is a good
time to work on the tan, or
perhaps the dance classes, as we
swing out across the balmy South
Atlantic.

Recife and Salvador are fabulous
Brazilian nuggets before our
arrival in fabled Rio de Janeiro for
a two-night stay. The approach
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alone is sheer theatre. Passing
Sugar Loaf Mountain, and the
beaches of Copacabana and
Ipanema, this is easily one of the
highlights of any cruise. The
hypnotic lilt of samba pervades
its streets and beachfront like fine
perfume.

Montevideo and Buenos Aires
both offer an enticing overnight
stay. The latter, with its memories
of Eva Peron, tango culture and
matchless, mouth watering
Argentine steaks, is often said to
be modelled on Paris, although
blessed with a much kinder
climate.

The renowned gives way to the
remote as we make landfall on
the Falkland Islands, still a British
military outpost alive with
memories of the 1982 conflict. At
the very tip of this amazing
continent, Black Watch circles
legendary Cape Horn, passing
from Atlantic to Pacific as we
head for the show stopping
Chilean fjords. Making our way
gradually along one of the most
visually spectacular coastlines on
earth, we arrive in Callao for a full,
three night visit.

For many, this opportunity to visit
the brooding, mist shrouded lost
city of Machu Picchu may well be
the highlight of the cruise. Only a
stay of three nights can do ample
justice to this long lost, colossal
centrepiece of a once mighty
empire. Shaping course towards
Ecuador, we pass through the
awe-inspiring Panama Canal,
marking our transition back into
the Atlantic.

Pretty, picture perfect Grenada
and proud, British accented
Barbados welcome us to the
balmy azure hues of the glorious
Caribbean. As Bridgetown fades
astern, we head out for a lazy, six-
day Atlantic crossing under starlit
skies, allowing time to draw
breath and recap the magnificent
adventure behind us.

Last, but far from least, one last
Portuguese echo appears in the
shape of beautiful, verdant
