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famous rubber plantations here. 

Today, the town is flanked by 

dense forests and deep, fauna 

strewn lakes that play home to all 

manner of exotic wildlife.

Heading upstream, we pass vast 

tracts of dense, implacable jungle 

tumbling down to the river. Oxen 

graze on fields lined by primitive 

native dwellings. Fishing canoes 

pass by, often overloaded with 

the day’s catch. You might see 

pink dolphins frolicking in the 

water ahead of you. The 

mangroves lapping at the waters 

edge are frequently home to 

Caymans.

Manaus emerges from all of this, a 

teeming metropolis carved out of 

the jungle, almost a thousand 

miles upstream. Again, the main 

influence was Henry Ford’s need 

to exact vast amounts of rubber 

from the hinterland. Teatro 

Amazonas is the fabled opera 

house, a nineteenth century pink 

stucco wedding cake topped by a 

soaring cupola. Along the 

bustling spread of the Malecon, 

ferries land their cargos directly 

onto the beach as they always 

have done. The harbour teems 

with all forms of maritime life, 

from tankers to ancient, chugging 

trawlers. 

An overnight stay in this thrilling 

city gives you ample time to 

sample its unique brew of 

traditional and contemporary, 

before Boudicca retraces her route 

back to the more familiar waters 

of the Caribbean.

A warm weather voyage to the 

jungle swathed hinterlands of 

the Amazon is something 

experienced by few, yet 

savoured by many. 

After leaving the light and 

warmth of Barbados behind, 

Boudicca heads for the estuary of 

the mighty Amazon.

Crossing the Equator at Macapa, 

we make first landfall at 

Santarem, originally a city 

founded by Jesuits in 1661.
