bright blue crystal.

Three days at sea bring Balmoral 

to Corner Brook, an important 

lumber centre for Newfoundland. 

Here the trees are a lush 

confection of greens, rust browns 

and yellowing leaves. Sailing 

upstream, the gothic mass of the 

historic Chateau Frontenac greets 

our arrival in Quebec, the oldest 

walled city in North America.

History and hedonism combine 

here, sprinkled with a definite 

Gallic twist. The Plains of Abraham 

look much as they did when 

Wolfe’s troops defeated the 

French general Montcalm here. 

On the broad, lofty expanse of 

the Dufferin Terrace, cool jazz can 

be heard floating around the 

crowds, strolling and eating ice 

cream. Cobbled streets and 

gingerbread houses and shops 

help to make Quebec one of the 

most enticing destinations 

anywhere on the American 

continent.

Leaving Quebec, we head 

upstream to Montreal for an 

overnight stay. Perhaps time to 

see the awe inspiring view of the 

city from the summit of Mount 

Royal, or the stately Notre Dame 

basilica and the Place Jacques 

Cartier.

Ablaze with light, Balmoral 

edges effortlessly out to sea at 

the overture of this epic, forty 

day adventure. Slicing through 

northern waters, she makes 

her first landfall in Iceland’s 

capital of Reykjavik.

The world’s northernmost capital 

is a compact city of 170,000 

people, dominated by the 

looming bulk of Mount Esja. To 

the south, the mountainous, 

surreal landscape is reminiscent 

of the Moon. Snaefellsjokull 

Glacier is typical of the region, a
