Granada was the last 

part of Spain to remain in 

Moorish hands, and this palace 

cum fortress is a lasting tribute to 

the ingenuity of its builders. This 

massive complex became a 

residence of Moorish royalty in 

the thirteenth century; the 

colonnaded Palace of the Lions 

was formerly their private 

quarters and today remains a riot 

of Islamic architecture perhaps 

unrivalled anywhere. The name 

‘Alhambra’ comes from the red 

colour of the walls and thirteen 

soaring turrets that surround it. 

Inside, Moorish arches draped in 

oleander are set around tiled, 

silent pools. The Moors 

themselves called it ‘a pearl set in 

emerald’, and it continues to 

amaze visitors to this day with its 

delicate beauty and sheer, 

soaring presence.

Twenty-one idyllic days are on 

offer here, from the Scottish 

Highlands to the Adriatic 

highlights and back again, all 

in timeless Fred. Olsen style.

Venice is a surreal, tantalising 

vision as you approach it.
